The 1995 Ilhnual Crop and Livestock Report for 6lenn County Is being
submitted as required by Section 2279 of the California Agricultural Code.

ngrlcultufe production for 1995 shows a gross value of 3240.936.800, a
decrease of $18,493,8008 from 1994. The decrease Is a direct result of the
severe storms and flooding that Glenn County experienced In 1995.

Four (4) major crops were significantly effected; rice, wheat, sugar beets and
almonds.

Rice yields declined resulting in a $6,399,888 loss; sugar beet acreage was
reduced by 65 percent resulting in a loss of $7,386,8080 in revenue. Almond
yields were reduced by 50 percent but an increase In price per pound allowed
total aimond value to remain near 1994 values.

The economical impact of these yield reductions and loss has been felt by
processors, packers and especlally by the employees of these Industries.

Dalue given in this report Is gross receipts received by growers and they in no
way reflect the net income. to growers.
