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Sheriff’s Crime Observation and Prevention Enhancement is a group of 
concerned and dedicated Glenn County citizens.  They are the “Eyes and Ears” of 
county law enforcement and volunteer 12 to 16 hours a month of their time by 
assisting the Sheriff’s Department in numerous ways.  SCOPE members work 
with neighborhood watch groups, assist in traffic control at accident scenes, 
perform daily patrols consisting of a two person team in specially marked 
vehicles. They also conduct property checks for citizens who are away from their 
residences for extended periods of time.  Some SCOPE volunteers work in the 
Sheriff’s Office working on special projects, helping with general office duties, 
assisting the Jail Technician and assisting citizens who come into the office for 
information. SCOPE members attend fairs and other community activities to 
assist Law Enforcement in various ways and may be asked to provide security at 
certain other types of community events.  The goal of SCOPE is to help our 
residents by increasing safety and reducing crime.
