I. INTRODUCTIONS: Those in attendance introduced themselves.  

II. APPROVAL OF MINUTES: The minutes from the December 17, 2012 meeting were approved as mailed.

III.
DISCUSSION AND/OR ACTION ITEMS:

1. WAC Report-Two WAC meetings were held since the TAC met in December. At the Jan 8, 2013 meeting Brown and Caldwell gave a presentation on the Groundwater Recharge Feasibility Study in the Capay area.  The WAC discussed the revision of the Ordinance, the responsibilities of the WAC members, and discussed changing the Bylaws. At the Feb 12, 2013 meeting Sandy Denn was voted in as the new Vice Chairman. Roy Hull, DWR, gave a presentation on groundwater, geology, precipitation, and land use.  The WAC reviewed and approved the modifications of the Bylaws to Policies and Procedures.
2. Review and discuss hydrographs and associated data representing dedicated monitoring wells as possible replacements for BMO wells-Lisa reviewed data from five dedicated wells with 3 to 4 zones each. The goal is to begin incorporating the dedicated monitoring wells into the monitoring network to replace, when appropriate, the current BMO wells.  After reviewing the well data, the TAC directed Lisa to add data to and refine these same charts prepared for this meeting and present it at the next meeting. 
3. Discussion and possible action regarding suggested ideas for moving forward with areas potentially exceeding the BMOs-An idea that landowners could possibly voluntarily set up a pumping schedule to reduce the amount of growers pumping at the same time to limit the cumulative cone of depression was mentioned.  After discussing with some landowners, it was mentioned that the idea is not very popular due to PG&E costs (peak vs. non-peak).  Allan mentioned that a few growers in Tehama County have gone to solar panels. Anjanette would like to present this issue to Farm Bureau. Outreach and education is an important factor in awareness of water issues.  The TAC directed Lisa to prepare, over the next several months, an educational presentation that could be used to help educate landowners regarding water issues.
4. Discussion and possible action on Groundwater Management Plan regarding needed updates to be SB 1938 complaint-Lisa passed out a handout that was put together by Roy Hull, DWR, which shows the requirements needed under Water Code 10753 to be SB 1938 complaint, which is an important component to be eligible to apply for grant funding. Bill No. AB 359, Huffman. Groundwater Managements Plans was also handed out.  There are six sections of this document highlighted showing the action items that need to be taken in order to be in complaint with this Bill. 
Lisa mentioned the area that Glenn County is lacking is the identification of Surface Water and Groundwater interaction. There is also a new requirement for recharge mapping which was put in place in January of this year. A map was also shared of previous work completed by DWR for the Northern Sacramento Valley with potential recharge areas identified.  Potentially, a similar map could be created for Glenn County to fulfill the recharge mapping requirement. Lisa mentioned that she has contacted a consultant to put together an estimate of how much it would cost to have them put together this information because the County does not have the expertise to complete this task.  
5. Other topics of interest-Lisa shared the ranking results from the LGA Grant putting Glenn County at number 62out of 98. Glenn County does not anticipate being awarded funding during this round.
