Batteries	Lead and Alkaline batteries are accepted, however, 
	they must be sorted.  Lithium-ion batteries are not accepted.  

Certified Scales	No, we do not offer certified scale weights

Chemicals	Not accepted 

Children	For Safety of all, children MUST be supervised and stay inside

E Waste	CRT (monitors) are accepted for free.  Other e-waste and non
